Title:  Reconstruction
I. Introduction and Background
The purpose of this document is to provide interested parties with information to enable them to prepare and submit a proposal and to inform them of basic requirements that the County uses as part of its standard contract process.  Your proposal should include the completed Dane County Application for 2010 CDBG and HOME Funds and information requested in Section III below.
Standard contract requirements concerning Affirmative Action, the Americans with Disabilities Act, the County’s Living Wage ordinance, contract termination and modification, etc. are included in the County’s boilerplate contract. Contracts with the CDBG/HOME Programs limit administrative costs/expenses to a 10% ceiling.


II. Scope of the Project  
A. Project Description:  

This program would use CDBG funds to promote the reconstruction of housing units.  Reconstruction means demolishing and re-building a housing unit on the same lot in substantially the same manner.  The number of housing units on the acquired lot may not be increased, however, the number of rooms in the housing unit may be increased or decreased.  The number of housing units on the lot may be decreased to reduce density, however, decreasing units may trigger one-for one replacement of low-to-moderate income dwelling units.  The completed reconstructed housing must either be sold at an affordable price, or rented at an affordable rate, to an income eligible household. 

Please refer to the New Construction Program Standards for property standards for the for the completed reconstructed housing; to the CDBG & Rental Rehabilitation & Construction Standards for rental housing requirements; and to the Down Payment & Closing Costs - Deferred Payment Loan Program Standards for tenant and homebuyer eligibility requirements.

B. Objectives:  

To promote the development of owner-occupied affordable single-family housing units or to promote the development of affordable rental housing units.
C. Needs/Expectations:  

1. Projects must benefit low-and-moderate income households in the participating municipalities of the Dane County Urban County Consortium.

2. It is expected that projects will meet documented community needs.  This includes needs identified: as part of the 2009 Community Survey, as part of the interview process with participating municipalities in the Dane County Consortium, and/or through other “hard” data sources.

3. Services are to be provided in a cost effective manner with measurable performance outcomes.

4. It is expected that all or a portion of  the funds must be targeted to areas of greatest need.

D. Current Operations:  

There were no funded projects in 2009.
E. Maximum funding available for this project is up to 20%, if carried out as a rental project, or 25%, if carried out as a homebuyer project, of the total HOME Investment Partnerships allocation and up to 30% of the Community Development Block Grant allocation. Based on 2008 Entitlement funding, 20% of HOME allocation would be approximately $111,000, and 25% of the HOME allocation would be approximately $139,000.  For the CDBG program, this falls under the area of Housing programs to which 30% is expected to be allocated across all priorities falling into this category.  Based on 2008 Entitlement funds, 30% of the allocation would be $337,653 spread across all housing priorities.

The County reserves the right to reject any and all proposals and to negotiate the terms of the contract, including the award amount, with the selected proposer prior to entering into a contract.  If contract negotiations cannot be concluded successfully with the highest scoring proposer, the County may negotiate a contract with the next highest scoring proposer.
